Rules of Consignment

All Consignors Must Read the Consignment Terms and Conditions Before 
Signing the Contract. 

Acceptable Items: Only items acceptable for resale can be consigned please refer to the "Do Not Take List". The Thrift Shop reserves the right to refuse any item for consignment. Items found to be unacceptable after consignment will be marked on the consignor's account and available for consignor pick up. 

Consignment Length: Items may be consigned for a maximum of 8 weeks. 
Special Holiday consignments will be taken for less than 8 weeks. 

Contract Limits: Twenty (20) items may be consigned per day, with not more than ten (10) items of clothing included. There is an exception for a PCS move, retiree or non-military move out of state. The consignor must present orders or a written letter to the office no earlier than 60 days prior to the move. At that time the consignor may turn in 40 items per day. 

Clothing: Clothing must be laundered or dry cleaned, pressed and in good repair, in style and in season. 

Furniture and large miscellaneous items: . You must call and get permission 
before bringing furniture and large miscellaneous items. If you are bringing in heavy items, you must provide the necessary muscle to get it onto the sales floor. 

Mechanical & Electrical Items: Mechanical or electrical items must be clean and in good working condition. These items will be tested in the store at the time of consignment 

Miscellaneous Items: All items must be clean and in good condition. 

Daily Limitations: Consignors are limited to consigning no more than 3 like items of clothing, books, and jewelry, i.e. 3 blouses, 3 sweaters, 3 jackets, 3 books, 3 pieces of jewelry and always limited to 1 pair of shoes per gender. Clothing is limited to 10 items per day. Additional limitations are determined by the store's capacity for items and will vary from week to week (list is updated every Wednesday). Limitations will be posted in the consignment area. Consignors may call before coming to verify current limitations. 

Bundling: Items that are bundled are limited to no more than 3 like items and must be tied tight with string, not taped or rubber banded. For example paperback books can be bundled in groups of 3 romance, 3 mystery or 3 of the same author. Videos may be bundled in groups of 3 Disney or 3 children's videos, etc. No more than 2 bundles of books or videos may be consigned per day. 

Pricing: Consignors will decide on prices for their items. Minimum price for any 
item is one (1) dollar. Prices must be set in twenty-five(25) cent increments. 

Mark-downs: . The consignor may "mark-down" the price of items during the 
consignment period. This does not extend the consignment period or expiration 
date. "Mark-downs" must be done in person not over the telephone. Thrift Shop 
employees or volunteers do not reduce prices on consigned items. Customers may not call a consignor to ask for a price reduction. 

Moving: If the consignor is moving; checks can be mailed upon receipt of three (3) 
self-addressed, stamped envelopes from the consignor.                                               TS Council Approved: Aug 09
